Description  
Trinity  Cottage is a beautifully presented home  in the heart of this highly sought after Cotswold 

village.  
 

The property has been  extended and  re- furbished in recent years, to incorporate a n additional 

living space , ideal as a bedroom  or office  with  kitchen/utility room and shower  room – ideal as an 

annexe or guest accommodation.  Th e annexe has be en linked to the main house via a glazed 

atrium , with access to the garden . 
 

Presented to an extremely high standard throughout , Trinity Cottage sympathetically retains 

many original features , mixing the traditional Cotswold property with contemporary fixtures and 

fittings.  

 

There is an enclosed low maintenance garden, mainly laid to lawn with a large paved terrace 

against the house, ideally for alfresco dining.

Continue on this 

lane into the village, where Trinity Cottage will be found on the right hand side , before reaching the primary 

school .
