ground Floor Accommodation

Upon entering the property, you are welcomed into a bright entrance hall which leads
through to the impressive open-plan living space. This area seamlessly combines the
lounge, dining area and kitchen to create a sociable and versatile hub of the home.

The lounge and dining space has been thoughtfully designed with modern living in
mind, offering ample room for both relaxing and entertaining. A partition wall subtly
defines the kitchen area while providing additional preparation space and an ideal spot
for informal dining or morning coffee.

The contemporary kitchen is well-equipped with an integrated oven and cooker,
complemented by generous worktop space and ample cabinetry for storage. To the
rear, double doors open directly from the lounge onto a private decked garden,
effortlessly blending indoor and outdoor living. From here, the property enjoys delightful
countryside views and the advantage of evening sun — perfect for unwinding at the end
of the day.

A cleverly designed alcove beneath the stairs has been transformed into a practical
home-working area, maximising space without compromising the flow of the main
living area.

Completing the ground floor accommodation is a convenient cloakroom/WC, which
also houses the boiler.

First Floor Accommodation

The first floor offers three well-proportioned bedrooms, making this an ideal home for a
growing family or those in need of flexible space. The master bedroom is positioned at
the rear of the property and enjoys delightful countryside views, enhanced by double-
aspect windows that allow plenty of natural light to fill the room.

The third bedroom is centrally located and is currently arranged with bunk beds,
demonstrating its suitability as a comfortable children’s room or guest space. The
second bedroom, situated over the stairs, provides versatile accommodation — perfect
as a nursery, child’s bedroom, dressing room, or dedicated home office.

Completing the first floor is a family bathroom, also located at the rear. The suite
comprises a bath with overhead shower, WC and wash basin, with the added benefit of
a window providing natural light and ventilation.
