Step through your own front door and into a central hallway that
gives the flat a calm, practical flow. To the front, the kitchen is
smartly finished with white cabinetry, timber worktops and classic
metro tiling, while a deep green wall brings warmth and contrast.
The bathroom sits just off the hall and has a more contemporary
look, with large format grey tiling, dark fittings and a shower over
the bath.

The reception room is set to the rear, making it a lovely social
space with a real sense of privacy. It is bright and well balanced,
with a characterful timber feature wall and bifold doors opening
directly onto the garden, creating an easy sense of outdoor living
in the warmer months. The principal bedroom is especially
generous, while the second bedroom is also a good size, ideal as a
guest room, study or nursery depending on what life calls for.

Outside, the garden has been thoughtfully arranged with a paved
seating area, lawn and neatly planted borders, so it already feels

ready for summer lunches, slow weekend mornings and evenings
spent outdoors. At the far end, the detached garden studio adds a
very useful extra room, whether you need somewhere to work,
make music, or simply keep a little distance between home life
and everything else.
