Description
The light-filled accommodation is enhanced with a 
pleasant sunny open outlook to the front and provides a 
well proportioned home, ideally suited to the first-time 
buyer, professionals, couples or small families. Entered via 
a welcoming hallway with carpeted staircase leading to the 
upper landing with doors leading to the reception room 
and dining kitchen. The reception room is front-facing with 
a lovely open sunny aspect and features a wall-mounted 
fireplace incorporating the electric fire. The sizeable dining 
kitchen with built-in storage, is located to the rear with door 
providing direct access to the garden. Fitted with a range of 
modern wall and base units with complementary worktops 
incorporating the built-in electric hob/oven and hood with 
further appliances included in the sale. Upstairs leads to the 
two sizeable double bedrooms, both enhanced with open 
views and fitted with built-in storage. Lastly the modern 
shower room comprises of a white three piece suite with

The City Bypass is within easy reach, 
providing access to main Scottish motorway network 
and Edinburgh International Airport. The village is also 
served by regular bus links to and from the city centre via 
neighbouring towns and villages
