INTERNAL

The ground floor comprises an entrance hallway with access to the
basement, a downstairs W.C with shower, and a front reception room which
could also serve as a study. The fully fitted kitchen features a range of high
and low-level cupboards, black stone worktops, tiled flooring with underfloor
heating and a side door leading to the garden. To the rear are two elegant
reception rooms, both with bay windows and fireplaces, enjoying views over
the beautiful gardens. All rooms benefit from high ceilings and ornate coving.
A further door from the hallway provides direct access to the garden. Stairs
rise to the first floor.

The first floor offers three bedrooms. The principal bedroom includes a bay
window and en suite. A second bedroom also benefits from a bay window
overlooking the garden. The third bedroom includes useful storage. On the
landing there is a W.C and built-in cupboards, while the generous family
bathroom features a fireplace, stand-alone roll-top bath, separate shower
cubicle, sink, and W.C.

The top floor comprises two further bedrooms, ideal as additional bedrooms
or office spaces. One room benefits from eaves storage, providing ample
additional space.

The property offers ample parking for several vehicles along with a double
garage featuring an electric up-and-over door.
