A entrance porch leads into an internal hallway with
understairs cupboard and staircase ring to the first
floor, the ground floor is fitted with engineered oak
flooring and has a separate living room with bay
fronted window and feature fireplace and an
extended open planned kitchen diner built in 2019
with underfloor heating, a modern fitted kitchen with
a selection of eye level and base storage units, as
well as further kitchen storage housed via the
separate island, there is a Worcester combi boiler,
integrated appliances included a double oven, dish
washer, fridge freezer, and washing machine. The
extended dining area bring in good natural light via
triple Velux windows and has French doors onto the
west facing rear garden.

On the first floor the landing has loft storage access, an
airing cupboard, a separate WC with wash hand basin
and vanity storage unit, panelled decorative walls and
tiled floor, a family bathroom with panelled bath over
head shower and shower attachment,  wash hand basin
with vanity storage unit, tiled throughout, three double
bedrooms with the master having a bay fronted window,
the house has new windows, re wiring, and radiators all
fitted in 2019 when the extension was completed.

Outside the large west facing rear garden has a large
raised tiled patio seating area, leading to a lower area
with a landscape established garden containing various
borders with well maintained flowers, plants and trees. At
the rear of the garden there is a very pretty
summerhouse with its own veranda currently used as an
art studio. The garage which can be side access via the
garden has both power and lighting and a rollers shutter
door, gated side access to the front has space in front of
the garage which is fenced and further gated. The front
garden has a private drive way with off road parking for
two cars and a lawn area with planted borders.
