Church rising above Ross-on-Wye,
reinforcing a sense of connection to

the town whilst retaining privacy and
calm. Surrounded by greenery, open
sky, in a setting that feels peaceful and
without feeling remote.

Despite its quiet position, Chasewood
Meadow is well connected. Walking
routes and bridle paths begin

nearby and with the wider Wye
Valley offering extensive countryside
to explore. Road links place
neighbouring towns and key routes
within easy reach.

More than a collection of homes,
Chasewood Meadow is designed
around space, outlook and quality
of life — a place to live well, breathe
deeply and enjoy a thoughtfully
planned setting.

Ross-on-Wye is one of those rare places that feels immediately welcoming.

An historic market town shaped by river bends and rolling hills, which blends character,
culture and everyday convenience with an ease that 1s 1ncreasmgly hard to find.

The town centre is lively yet unhurried, with

a strong mix of independent shops, artisan
food producers and small galleries — a high
street that still values familiarity and local craft.
Weekly markets bring energy and colour, while
seasonal events, from Christmas markets to
summer bandstand performances by the river,
quickly become part of the rhythm of family
life. Award-winning butchers, cafés and delis
make everyday shopping a pleasure.

For a change of pace, two of the region’s

most distinctive destinations sit close by.
Cheltenham’s Regency architecture, boutiques,
festivals and world-famous racecourse offer
elegant days out and headline events. While
Gloucester Docks provides a livelier contrast,
with restored Victorian warehouses, waterside
dining and a growing cultural scene. Together
they broaden the lifestyle on offer without
pulling you away from Ross’s calm centre.

Ross-on-Wye has long been popular with
families, supported by a strong choice of
schools. Well-regarded primary and secondary
options sit nearby, including Walford Primary
School — one of the closest — recently
recognised as the second-highest rated primary
school in the West Midlands. Independent

schools in Hereford and Monmouth provide
further choice as children progress, reinforcing
the town’s strong sense of community and
continuity.

Food is another strength, from relaxed cafés

to family pubs and contemporary restaurants
set within historic buildings, Ross offers variety
without pretension. Riverside inns and country
pubs just minutes away, lend themselves to
relaxed long lunches beside open fires or sunlit
gardens and excellent food.

Outdoors, the Wye Valley begins on the
doorstep. Riverside paths suit morning walks,
while bridleways and cycling routes wind
through woodland and meadows. Nearby
Symonds Yat delivers some of the valley’s
most dramatic scenery with limestone cliffs
overlooking looping bends of the river.
Canoeing and paddle-boarding offer a different
perspective. The Forest of Dean provides
miles of trails, wildlife and open space. Castles,
viewpoints, vineyards and orchards ensure
there is always something new to explore.

Health and wellbeing fit naturally into life here.
Independent gyms, wellness studios and sports
clubs are complemented by pilates, dance

classes, rowing on the river, tennis courts close
to the town and summer cricket evenings.
Healthcare is conveniently placed, with local
surgeries nearby, Ross-on-Wye Community
Hospital just five minutes away, and Hereford’s
main hospital around half an hour by car.

Culturally, Ross-on-Wye continues to surprise.
St Mary’s Church and the Prospect viewpoint
frame some of the area’s finest views, whilst
the Gazebo Tower, often described as
Britain’s smallest castle adds a note of charm
to the town’s heritage. As the birthplace of
British tourism, Ross has always encouraged
people to pause, explore and appreciate their
surroundings.

Despite its relaxed pace, connectivity is
excellent. The A40 sits just minutes away and
links to Hereford, Gloucester and Monmouth
and the wider motorway network to other
major towns and cities.

Living in Ross-on-Wye offers the best of both
worlds: countryside calm paired with the
confidence of a town that provides everything
you need and at a pace that 1s comfortable
and enduring.

Chasewood Meadow is conveniently
located just seven minutes
(approximately 2.5 miles) from the
A40.

From the A40, take the exit onto Alton
Road and continue towards Ross-on-
Wye. Follow Alton Road until you
reach the junction with Walford Road
(B4234), where you turn left.

Follow the Walford Road for
approximately half a mile where you
will come to the crossroads of Roman
Way and Eastfield Road. Turn left into
Eastfield Road and immediately right
to take Fernbank Road. Chasewood
Meadow is found shortly after on the
righthand side immediately after the
turning into Woodmeadow Road.
