This well-presented three-bedroom terraced property is located on the outskirts of
Bradley Valley and enjoys outstanding rural views, making it an ideal purchase for first-
time buyers. Internally, the accommodation comprises a conservatory and an open-plan
lounge, dining area, and kitchen with breakfast bar, creating a bright and sociable living
space. To the first floor are three well-proportioned bedrooms, a useful storage
cupboard, and a family bathroom. Externally, the property benefits from an allocated
parking space, a front garden area, and a generously sized enclosed rear garden with
direct access to the allocated parking.

Ground Floor Accommodation

Upon entering the property, you are welcomed into a spacious open-plan living area.
The generously sized lounge and dining space offers a bright and airy atmosphere and,
like the rest of the home, has been thoughtfully modernised to create a move-in-ready
property ideal for any buyer. The kitchen is well proportioned and features a breakfast
bar that seamlessly connects the dining area to the kitchen. Sleek matte grey cabinetry
is complemented by a stylish squared slate-effect worktop, creating a contemporary
finish. The kitchen provides space for a washing machine and a freestanding
fridge/freezer, along with an integrated electric oven and hob. A window and direct
access to the conservatory allow an abundance of natural light to flood the space. The
conservatory is a generous addition and works perfectly as an additional reception
room, with French doors opening out to the garden, making it ideal for both relaxing and
entertaining.

First Floor Accommodation

To the first floor, you will find three well-proportioned bedrooms. The principal bedroom
is positioned at the front of the property and benefits from generous floor space,
comfortably accommodating freestanding wardrobes. The second bedroom is ideal for
a growing family and enjoys pleasant views over the Devon countryside, creating a light
and welcoming atmosphere. The third bedroom is perfectly suited as a nursery, home
office, or guest room. The family bathroom is well sized and features partially tiled
walls complemented by painted finishes, giving the space a modern and fresh feel. The
bathroom comprises a bath with shower over, WC, and wash basin.

To the front of the property, a pathway leads to the main entrance, creating a
welcoming approach to the home. To the rear, the garden offers a generous lawned
area, ideal for outdoor enjoyment, along with convenient access to the allocated
parking space.
