Entering through the front door, you are welcomed into an 
entrance hall, with stairs rising to the first floor and a useful built-
in storage cupboard. A door from the hall leads into the well-
proportioned living room, a comfortable and inviting reception 
space enjoying plenty of natural light from a large window. From 
the living room, the accommodation opens into the spacious 
kitchen/dining room, which spans the full width of the property. 
This bright and sociable space features a modern fitted kitchen 
with a range of wall and base units, generous worktop space and 
room for appliances. There is ample space for a family dining table, 
while French doors open onto a balcony overlooking the 
beautifully landscaped garden and taking full advantage of the far-
reaching countryside views beyond. A useful lobby positioned 
between the kitchen and lounge provides access to the ground-
floor cloakroom/WC and a useful storage cupboard, completing 
the accommodation on this level. 
Ascending to the first floor, a central landing provides access to all 
three bedrooms and the family bathroom. The principal bedroom 
is a generous double room and benefits from a modern en-suite 
shower room fitted with a shower enclosure, wash hand basin and 
WC. There are two further bedrooms, comprising a comfortable 
double bedroom and a versatile single bedroom, ideal for a range 
of uses including a nursery, dressing room or home office. Serving 
the remaining bedrooms is a contemporary family bathroom 
comprising a panelled bath, wash hand basin and WC. The first 
floor offers well-balanced accommodation.  
Externally, the property benefits from an attractive and well-
maintained setting, enjoying a cul-de-sac position with far-reaching 
countryside views. To the front, there is a covered carport 
providing off-road parking for two vehicles, together with a useful 
storage area. To the rear, the property features a beautifully 
landscaped cottage style garden. Immediately outside the 
kitchen/dining room is a decked balcony and seating area, creating 
an ideal space for outdoor dining and entertaining while taking full 
advantage of the stunning rural outlook. Steps lead down to a 
paved patio and further garden areas, which have been 
thoughtfully planted with a variety of mature shrubs, flowering 
borders and ornamental planting, providing colour and interest 
throughout the seasons. The garden offers a wonderful balance of 
usable outdoor space and attractive landscaping; all set against a 
backdrop of rolling countryside views.

It is 
located at the end of the Teign Valley, close to the Haldon 
Hills. Perhaps more to the point is that it is off the main 
road from Exeter to Plymouth, to which it owes its 
prosperity as a wool town from the 13th century onwards. 
Chudleigh is an ideal base for exploring the local 
countryside, the Dartmoor National Park and the English 
Riviera. The town has good local facilities including shops, 
church, public houses and a regarded primary school.
