Description
With an abundance of natural light and spectacular open 
views, the property has been tastefully upgraded by the 
existing owner, to create an immaculate, contemporary 
living space close to Edinburgh’s fashionable Stockbridge 
area and within easy reach of some of the city’s most loved 
green spaces.  

The accommodation is accessed via secure entry/lift and 
briefly comprises: extensive hallway with built-In storage 
cupboard, generous dual aspect reception/dining room 
which enjoys a bright corner aspect and features attractive 
wood flooring, fresh neutral décor and a good sized south 
facing balcony, open plan to a sleek modern dining kitchen 
which has been fitted with a variety of base and wall 
mounted units, complete with high quality contrasting 
worktops and focal breakfasting island. 

The space continues with a large principal bedroom 
complete with bespoke fitted wardrobes to one wall and 
attractive modern en-suite with counter top basin, WC, 
splash tiling and tiled mains shower enclosure, second good sized double bedroom which benefits 
from a sunny south facing aspect and has built-in storage, and finally a tasteful main bathroom 
with stylish three piece white suite, marble effect tiling and over-bath electric shower.
