Leave Hereford on the A465 Abergavenny road, turn right at Locks garage onto the B4348 and
continue for approx 1.5 miles and turn left signposted Abbey Dore. After 2 miles turn right
signposted Vowchurch and after 1 mile turn right signed Kerry's Gate and after another mile turn
right signed Bacton. As the road bends to the left, turn right where the parking for Riverdale is
directly in front.

Property Description
The property is entered from the front into a large, useful hallway with tiled floor, stairs to the first
floor with under stairs cupboard and further storage cupboard with a sliding wooden door. The
kitchen also has a tiled floor, window to the front aspect and a matching range of wall and base
units with drawers under a worktop with 1 1/2 bowl stainless steel sink unit, tiled splash backs,
space and plumbing for a washing machine, dishwasher and a cooker with extraction hood over.
From the hall a wooden latch door opens into the living room with a large wood burner set in a
brick fireplace with stone hearth and a wooden mantle over, a window and a door to the rear
garden and an infrared electric panel heater.
Carpeted stairs rise from the hallway to a landing with wooden latch doors to all rooms. Bedroom
one has windows to two aspects, a large range of fitted wardrobes and an infrared electric heater,
bedroom two is a smaller double room with built in hanging space, built in cupboard with
shelving, window to the front aspect and electric convector heater. The bathroom features a three
piece suite comprising of a bath with electric shower over and tiled walls, WC, sink unit, heated
chrome towel rail and obscured window to the front.

Gardens & Outside
The front of the property is laid to lawn with a path leading to the main entrance door.
The rear garden is mainly laid to gravel with railway sleepers providing terracing at the rear also
enclosing a pond, steps lead up at the rear to open fencing allowing open views of the
countryside behind. The garden is enclosed to either side by hedge and fencing and there is also
a handy wood store.
There is an allocated parking space and a garage, located in a block converted from a stone barn,
that has a metal up and over door, window to the rear and a large mezzanine providing extra
storage.

Location
Ty-Coed is part of the Riverdale development converted from an old work house that is located
near the village of Abbey Dore that has a former monastery dating back to 1147. The scenic
Golden Valley is South West of Hereford city and although it is made up mostly of open
agricultural land there are many pubs and restaurants locally such as Michellin starred Kilpeck
Inn, pubs and chip shop in Ewyas Harold, Gwatkins Cider and more amenities in the surrounding
villages of Pontrillas, Kingstone and Peterchurch.
