Description

Stokeley Barton Barns offer an exceptional collection of beautifully crafted barn conversions, set
amid gently rolling countryside just a short stroll from the charming villages of Stokenham, Torcross
and the 2 mile stretch of coast road and beach know as the Slapton Line.

Throughout the property which is arranged over three floors, you have wonderful vaulted ceilings,
exposed scissor beam roof trusses, skylights and a open tread Ash staircase connecting all floors.
Together this creates a wonderful sense of space and character, with an impressive mezzanine (bed
3/study) that overlooks the sitting/dining room.

On the ground floor there are two generously sized bedrooms, each fitted with built-in wardrobes;
the bedroom 2 benefits from a stylish en-suite shower room, while a well-appointed
bathroom/utility room serves the rest of the home.

The first floor houses the spacious sitting/dining room complemented by a stone built fireplace and
glazed doors opening onto two of the three Juliet balconies that invite natural light in and give
glorious views over the courtyard at the front to open countryside beyond. Whilst a full height
picture window and two further glazed doors give lovely views and access out to the private rear
garden. The kitchen is well-equipped with plenty of floor, wall and glass fronted display cabinets,
integrated appliances, a third Juliette balcony and ample room for a table and chairs.

Outside rear is a private patio seating area which runs the length of the barn, from where steps take
you up to a well-maintained lawned garden bordered by established shrubs, plants and bushes and
further patio — both are perfect for relaxing or entertaining and enjoying the views towards the
coast. At the top of the garden is access out to the parking area where there is parking for three
vehicles and the garage which is located in a block nearby.

Situation

Stokenham is a pretty village with two pubs, an excellent primary school and a fine church and is
close to the coastal village of Torcross and the popular Blackpool Sands. The market town of
Kingsbridge, at the head of the Salcombe Estuary, is about 6 miles away with the sailing centres of
Dartmouth and Salcombe also close by. Nearby is the beautiful South Devon coastline where there
is a marvellous selection of beaches and coves linked by spectacularly rugged cliffs and headlands
and Slapton Ley Nature Reserve which attracts visitors from all over the world, and is the largest
freshwater lake in the South west.
