The sitting/dining room is a particularly attractive feature — a light-filled, 

comfortable space with French doors opening onto the garden, ideal for both 

relaxing and entertaining. 

 

The kitchen is well-appointed with a range of fitted units and space for appliances, 

with a door providing convenient external access. Combi Boiler is located in this 

room. 

 

There are three bedrooms, including two comfortable doubles and a further single 

bedroom, offering flexibility for visiting family or alternative uses. 

 

The shower room is neatly presented and easily accessible from the main hallway.
