Set within an impressive period building, the striking brick façade and detailed window
surrounds give the property a strong architectural presence. Framed by mature trees
and open green space, the approach feels beautifully established, offering an
immediate sense of character before you even step inside.
The apartment itself is arranged around a welcoming hallway that connects the home
with ease, including a built-in storage cupboard that keeps everyday essentials neatly
tucked away. From here, the living accommodation opens into a generous kitchen,
lounge and dining area, where the layout allows each zone to sit comfortably
alongside the next. There is clear room for a full dining table and a substantial seating
area, while glazed doors draw you through to the balcony and allow daylight to travel
across the room. It is a setting that feels equally suited to relaxed evenings and
hosting friends.
Stepping outside, the balcony opens up views across the park and mature trees
opposite, extending the living area outdoors with an outlook that gently shifts
through the seasons.
Both bedrooms are thoughtfully proportioned and include built-in wardrobes, with
the main bedroom benefitting from direct access to an ensuite. The second bedroom
also comfortably accommodates a double bed, making it a flexible option for guests
or working from home. Completing the layout is a well-sized bathroom, finished with
clean-lined tiling and featuring a bath with an overhead shower, rounding off a home

that feels balanced, light-filled and easy to settle into.
Just beyond the front door, the surrounding neighbourhood offers an exceptional
choice of places to eat, drink, and unwind, with London Fields right on the doorstep
providing a broad stretch of green space for walks and outdoor time. Pub on the Park
offers a popular setting for drinks and food overlooking the park, while the nearby
Lido draws swimmers throughout the year. From speciality coffee spots such as
Climpson & Sons Café to destination dining at Behind, the streets are lined with
cafés, restaurants, pubs, and independent local favourites. Broadway Market adds
further variety, bringing together street food, produce stalls, independent shops, and
a constantly evolving mix of places to stop, browse, and eat, giving the area a lively
and well-established food and drink scene.
WHAT ELSE?
Transport links are close at hand, with London Fields Station just a one-minute walk
away for swift routes across the city. Hackney Central can be reached in around twelve
minutes, while both Hackney Downs and Cambridge Heath are approximately a
sixteen-minute walk, offering a choice of lines and connections for commuting or
heading further afield.
