The house is approached via a private driveway and ample off-road
parking to both the front and rear, providing ease of access for
everyday living and rural use. A striking red front door opens into a
generous reception hall retaining original tiled flooring, from which
the principal reception rooms are accessed.

At the heart of the home lies an exceptional kitchen/breakfast and
family room, created as a sympathetic extension of the original
farmhouse. Designed with modern country living in mind, the space
benefits from underfloor heating throughout and a bespoke fitted
kitchen incorporating a comprehensive range of wall and base units,
integrated appliances, a substantial central island and a traditional
Aga. The adjoining orangery, with lantern roof and wide expanses of
glazing, enjoys far-reaching views across the paddocks and
countryside, creating a natural connection between house and land.

A formal dining room provides an elegant setting for entertaining,
comfortably seating eight to ten guests and featuring high ceilings,
an original fireplace with open fire and sash windows overlooking
the gardens. A formal sitting room enjoys similar proportions and
character, with picture rails, ceiling rose and open fire. Further
ground floor accommodation includes a practical study, a utility
room and a traditionally styled cloakroom.

The impressive and grand staircase rises to the first floor where the
principal bedroom suite enjoys attractive views, a feature fireplace
and a modern en-suite shower room.
