Entrance Hall
A welcoming entrance hall accessed via a convenient
entrance porch. This space features a central heating
radiator, power points, and provides access through to
the rest of the home.
Lounge
17' 2" x 14' 4" (5.23m x 4.37m)
A generously sized lounge featuring UPVC double glazed
windows and double doors that flood the room with
natural light while seamlessly connecting indoor and
outdoor living. The space also benefits from a feature
fireplace with gas fire, a central heating radiator, and
power points throughout.

Kitchen
18' 5" x 10' 2" (5.61m x 3.11m)
A generously sized, bright, and airy kitchen fitted with
wall and base units housing an integrated oven, hob,
extractor fan, and sink. There is space for additional
appliances and a dining area. A tiled splashback allows
for ease of maintenance, while a UPVC double glazed
window to the front fills the room with natural light. The
space also includes a central heating radiator, power
points, and access to the utility room.

Utility Room

A useful utility space fitted with wall and base units and
a tiled splashback. It includes a sink, space for
additional appliances, a UPVC double glazed window,
central heating radiator, power points, and access to
the side of the property.

A generous double bedroom featuring fitted wardrobes
and storage space. A UPVC double glazed window
overlooks the garden, and the room also includes a
central heating radiator, power points, and access to an
en suite shower room.

Comprising a low flush WC, pedestal sink, and electric
shower. The space also benefits from a UPVC double
glazed window.

Bedroom No 2

Comprising a low flush WC, pedestal sink, and electric
shower. The space also benefits from a UPVC double
glazed window.

Bathroom
A generous bathroom featuring a low flush WC,
pedestal sink, and a bath with electric shower. The room
includes tiled walls for ease of maintenance, a central
heating radiator, and a UPVC double glazed window.
