1.1       THE SURVEYORS 
The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report 
and a generic Mortgage Valuation Report for Lending Purposes. The Seller 
has also engaged the Surveyors to provide an Energy Report in the format 
prescribed by the accredited Energy Company. 

The Surveyors are authorised to provide a transcript or retype of the generic 
Mortgage Valuation Report on to Lender specific pro-forma. Transcript reports 
are commonly requested by Brokers and Lenders. The transcript report will 
be in the format required by the Lender but will contain the same information, 
inspection date and valuation figure as the generic Mortgage Valuation 
Report and the Single Survey. The Surveyors will decline any transcript 
request which requires the provision of information additional to the 
information in the Report and the generic Mortgage Valuation Report until the 
Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing. 

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in 
writing, the Purchaser’s lender or conveyancer may request that the 
Surveyors  provide general comment on standard appropriate supplementary 
documentation.

2.2 THE INSPECTION  
The Inspection is a general surface examination of those parts of the Property 
which are accessible: in other words, visible and readily available for 
examination from ground and floor levels, without risk of causing damage to 
the Property or injury to the Surveyor.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the 
property at floor level and from ground level within the site and adjoining 
public areas, without the need to move any obstructions.

Description The property is a detached house arranged across two storeys with single
integral garage.

Accommodation The ground floor of the property features a hallway, living room, dining
room, kitchen, utility room, and a WC. Upstairs, the first floor comprises a
landing, bedroom 1 including en-suite shower room, three further
bedrooms, and a bathroom.

Gross internal floor area
(m2)

The gross internal floor area of the property is approximately 127m².

Neighbourhood and
location

The property is situated in Bo’ness, within a residential and private area.
The surrounding neighbourhood comprises a range of property types,
including traditional houses and more modern residential developments.
Local amenities are available nearby, providing convenient access to
shops and services. The area is served by established transport links,
facilitating travel to surrounding towns and regions. It should be noted that
there is a history of mining in the area.

Age The property is approximately 23 years old.

Weather At the time of the inspection, the weather conditions were dry and
overcast.

Chimney stacks Not applicable.
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Roofing including roof
space

The main roof is of pitched construction and is finished with concrete tiles.
Lead valleys are present. Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the
aid of binoculars where required.

Access to the roof space was gained via a 3m internal ladder and hatch.
The roof space contains underfelt sarking, full insulation, and a timber
truss frame. The inspection of the roof space was partial and conducted
by head and shoulders entry.

Roofs are prone to water penetration during adverse weather but it is not
always possible for surveyors to identify this likelihood in good or dry
weather. All roofs should be inspected and repaired by reputable
tradesmen on an annual basis and especially after storms.

Rainwater fittings The property is fitted with uPVC gutters and uPVC downpipes.

Rainwater fittings were visually inspected with aid of binoculars where
required.

Main walls The main walls of the property are of cavity construction, formed with
brick and block materials and finished externally with facing brick. Cavity
insulation is present within the wall structure.

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or inspected.

Walls were visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where required.

Windows, external doors
and joinery

The windows in the property are of uPVC construction, with a mix of
casement, pivot, and tilt & turn types. The windows are double glazed and
are replacement units.

The external doors are of uPVC type.

External joinery, including soffits and fascias, is constructed from uPVC.

Internal and external doors were opened and closed where keys were
available. Random windows were opened and closed where possible.

Windows, external doors and joinery were visually inspected.

External decorations The external decorations at the property consist of painted surfaces.

External decorations were visually inspected.

Conservatories / porches Not applicable.

Communal areas Not applicable.

Garages and permanent
outbuildings

The property includes a single, integral garage.

Garages and permanent outbuildings were visually inspected.

Outside areas and
boundaries

The outside areas of the property include both front and rear locations,
featuring a driveway and lawns. The boundaries are defined by timber
fencing.

Outside areas and boundaries were visually inspected.

Ceilings The ceilings in the property are constructed with plasterboard.

Ceilings were visually inspected from floor level and a damp meter was
used.
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Internal walls The internal wall construction in the property consists of plasterboard and
timber stud.

Internal walls were visually inspected from floor level and a damp meter
was used as part of the inspection method.

Floors including sub floors The floors are of solid and suspended timber construction.

There is a sub-floor space; however, no inspection took place as there
was no access.

Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No carpets or floor
coverings were lifted.

Internal joinery and kitchen
fittings

The internal joinery within the property is constructed from timber,
including doors, skirtings, facings, and the staircase. The kitchen contains
fitted wall units, base units, work surfaces, a composite sink, gas hob,
electric oven, and an integral dishwasher, all in contemporary and modern
style. The utility room is fitted with wall units, base units, work surfaces,
and a composite sink, also in contemporary and modern style.

Internal joinery and kitchen fittings were visually inspected. No stored
items were moved during the inspection.

Chimney breasts and
fireplaces

Not applicable.

Internal decorations The internal decorations identified comprise painted finishes and tiled
surfaces.

Internal decorations were visually inspected.

Cellars Not applicable.

Electricity The property is supplied with mains electricity, with the main supply
located in the understairs cupboard. The wiring is described as modern
and, where visible, is covered in PVC. Circuit breakers are fitted as
protection devices. The inspection was limited to a visual assessment
only, with no tests carried out.

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without removing
fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or appliances.
Visual inspection does not assess any services to make sure they work
properly and efficiently and meet modern standards. If any services are
turned off, the Surveyor will state that in the report and will not turn them
on.

Gas The property is supplied with gas from the mains. No tests were carried
out on the gas system during the inspection. Accessible parts of the
system were visually inspected without removing fittings. Visual
inspection does not assess any services to make sure they work properly
and efficiently and meet modern standards. If any services are turned off,
the Surveyor will state that in the report and will not turn them on. All gas
appliances should be tested and thereafter regularly maintained by a Gas
Safe registered contractor.
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Water, plumbing and
bathroom fittings

The property benefits from a mains water supply. The plumbing system is
of modern construction and utilises both PVC and copper pipework.

The main bathroom contains a three-piece suite comprising a toilet, wash-
hand basin, and bath with a shower over the bath. The en-suite shower
room attached to Bedroom 1 is fitted with a toilet, wash-hand basin, and a
shower cubicle. There is a separate WC that includes a toilet and wash-
hand basin.

Visual inspection of the accessible pipework, water tanks, cylinders and
fittings was carried out without removing any insulation.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or appliances.

Concealed areas around baths and shower trays cannot be inspected
however water spillage over a period of time can result in unexpected
defects to hidden parts of the building fabric.

Heating and hot water The property is heated by a full gas-fired central heating system, with heat
distributed via radiators. Hot water is provided from the main system and
is stored in a hot water tank located in the landing cupboard. The gas-
fired condensing system boiler is situated in the utility room cupboard.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected apart from
communal systems, which were not inspected. No tests whatsoever were
carried out to the system or appliances.

It is recommended good practice that gas boilers are serviced on an
annual basis by an appropriately qualified person. The boiler's service
history should be checked by referring to the service records. If there is
no record of a recent service, the boiler should be checked by an
appropriately qualified person.

Drainage The property is served by a mains drainage supply, connecting to the
main sewer. No tests were carried out on the drainage system. Drainage
covers etc. were not lifted. Neither drains nor drainage systems were
tested.

Drainage was visually inspected.
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Fire, smoke and burglar
alarms

Smoke and burglar alarms are present within the property. These were
inspected visually.

No test whatsoever were carried out to any systems or appliances.

There is now a requirement in place for compliant interlinked fire, smoke
and heat detectors in residential properties. The new fire smoke and
alarm standard came into force in Scotland in February 2022, requiring a
smoke alarm to be installed in the room most frequently used for living
purposes and in every circulation space on each floor. A heat alarm also
requires to be installed in each kitchen. The alarms need to be ceiling
mounted and interlinked. Where there is a carbon fuelled appliance such
as a boiler, open fire or wood burner etc. a carbon monoxide detector is
also required.

The surveyor will only comment on the presence of a smoke detector etc.
but will not test them, ascertain if they are in working order, interlinked
and / or fully compliant with the fire and smoke alarm standard that was
introduced in 2022. We have for the purposes of the report, assumed the
system is fully compliant, if not then the appropriate compliant system will
required to be installed prior to sale. This of course should be confirmed
by your legal advisor.

Any additional limits to
inspection

On the day of inspection, the property was occupied, fully furnished, and
floors fully covered.

An inspection for Japanese Knotweed was not carried out. This is a plant
which is subject to control regulation, is considered to be invasive and
one which can render a property unsuitable for some mortgage lenders. It
is therefore assumed that there is no Japanese Knotweed within the
boundaries of the property or its neighbouring property. Identification of
Japanese Knotweed is best undertaken by a specialist contractor. If it
exists removal must be undertaken in a controlled manner by specialist
contractors. This can prove to be expensive.
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2. CONDITION
