A detached barn, currently under conversion, in a hamlet setting to 

provide 3-bedroom accommodation, private gardens, within easy reach 

of the village of Constantine and the Port of Falmouth.

The Property

Forming part of a select development of five properties, the Hayloft Is 

currently in the process of being converted and will comprise a two-

storey barn conversion of granite and stone elevations, part cedar clad 

boarding, under a natural slate roof. 

The reverse level accommodation boasts an open plan, kitchen, dining 

and living area, with a  plethora of natural light via Velux roof windows.  

From this level, an oak gantry leads out to a paved terrace and the  

garden and parking area beyond. The lower ground floor will boast 3 

bedrooms and family bathroom.

The accommodation will be warmed via underfloor heating on the 

ground floor and via traditional radiators to first from an air source 

heat pump. 

Outside, the property will benefit from gardens, predominately laid to 

lawn bounded by traditional Cornish hedge banks and off-road parking 

for two or so cars.





Outbuildings

Within the gardens, a 5m x 5m outbuilding for 

storage and ecological purposes.

Location

The Hayloft is set in the hamlet of Eathorne and 

surrounded by beautiful countryside approximately 5 

miles west of the Port of Falmouth and south of the 

Helford river in the Area of Outstanding Natural 

Beauty. This convenient sought after location provides 

easy access to Truro, Falmouth and the villages of 

Constantine and Gweek which between them have 

everyday facilities including doctors surgery, public 

houses, post office, convenience store and primary 

school.  More extensive schooling and leisure facilities 

can be found in the nearby towns of Falmouth and 

Helston.

For the outdoor enthusiasts, the beautiful sailing 

waters in the Fal and Helford river are within easy 

reach including Port Navas which has an active yacht 

club and restaurant. For the walkers there are 

numerous quiet country lanes and footpaths in the 

facility and some of Cornwall’s finest gardens can be 

found nearby at Trebah, and Glendurgan. Local golf 

courses in Mullion and Falmouth are both highly 

accessible.
