The lounge 
is bright and spacious, featuring attractive cornicing, 
a traditional Edinburgh press cupboard, and an open 
fireplace creating a lovely focal point to the room. The 
modern kitchen/diner is fitted with a range of integrated 
and freestanding white goods and enhanced by splash 
panelling for easy upkeep. The space further benefits from 
a useful storage cupboard and room for a breakfasting 
table. A versatile box room offers flexible use as a home 
study, dressing room, or additional storage space. The 
principal bedroom is a generously sized rear-facing double, 
enjoying a quiet outlook and benefitting from a shelved 
press cupboard.
