The outside space is a fully walled
courtyard garden that as well as being west
facing is also open to the south making it a
perfect sheltered and very private sun trap. This
glorious outside space has been particularly
enhanced by the current owners with the
addition of a pergola and grassed borders that

give it a really lovely Mediterranean feel.

To the front is a gated courtyard and, crucially
for such a central village location, Foundry
Stables benefits from a shared cart shed

providing a covered, allocated parking space.
