
Downsview, Ashcombe Lane, Kingston, Lewes, East Sussex, BN7 3JZ

Located on Ashcombe Lane, kingston, this individual detached
contemporary property offers a significant family home which is great
for entertaining. Architect-designed, this residence combines modern
design with practical living spaces on a generous plot, featuring
Downland views.

The property spans over 3,000 sq ft. The layout provides both private
and communal areas, suitable for a large family or for entertaining. It
includes six bedrooms and five bathrooms, offering space and
comfort. Three reception rooms provide versatile options for
relaxation, dining, or family gatherings, designed to maximise natural
light and views straight up to the Downs from the vaulted ceiling and
full height feature window. Throughout are column radiators, polished
concrete floors or stained oak floorboards and various specialist paint
finishes around the house.

As you enter the spacious entrance hall, there is ample room for coats
and shoes. This then leads into the reception room with woodburning
stove set into a fireplace with feature Travertine Marble tiles to the
surround and the hearth. The heart of the house is the open plan
kitchen/living/dining room with vaulted ceiling and full height window.
The kitchen area has a central island and an extensive range of shaker
style units with wooden worksurface. Integrated dishwasher,
microwave, American style fridge freezer and a feature Westhal range
cooker. A door leads to the utility room with space and plumbing for
the washing machine and tumble dryer and door to the side. Then into
a wet room with shower, WC and wash hand basin leads from here.
Back to the dining area full width bifold doors open into the garden for
the seamless indoor/outdoor feel and an open tread staircase leads up
to the Mezzanine TV room when has the major benefit of the view. The
family room is back downstairs and is triple aspect overlooking the
garden a bright room.

The Property All of the bedrooms are downstairs except the main suite and these could
provide offices to work form home or simply for family use. The family
bathroom has a stylish contemporary black tile finish with a feature orange
tiled bath and a shower with glass screen. Up a concealed staircase from
the inner hall is the main suite which is a very large room with views straight
to the Downs, a dressing room with hanging rails, further eaves storage and
a spacious en suite bathroom with an unsual feature stone wash hand basin
set in a vanity unit.

This home is equipped with modern features. It is designed for entertaining,
with spaces that connect indoor and outdoor areas. The exterior includes a
built-in concrete seating area with a fire pit, a sauna, outdoor shower and a
hot tub, creating a private space for relaxation and socialising. The rear
garden offers a good degree of privacy and is attractively arranged with a
large lawn and designated areas for the various activities. The front garden
is fully enclosed with mature hedging and has a mature Magnolia Tree and
a large lawn. A path leads to the wooden gate and there is a side gate. The
detached garage has double doors and a side door and has full width
cupboards. There is ample parking for several vehicles to the front with a
slate chip driveway.

Flexible accommodation includes a dedicated home office in the rear
garden which has a Cloakroom with WC and wash hand basin. This area
can be adapted as a self-contained annexe, suitable for extended family,
guests, or potential rental income. This adaptability addresses various
lifestyle needs.

Ashcombe Lane, Kingston, is a desirable location in a row of similar
detached houses in the centre of this popular village. The Downland views
from the property offer a natural backdrop while remaining close to urban
amenities and walking distance to the local school pub and Church.

This contemporary property offers extensive accommodation and features.

The Location

Kingston is a picturesque village located approximately two miles
from Lewes. The Village itself has a good range of leisure activities
including well maintained tennis courts, two village greens, along
with a 13th century church, pre-school and junior school. The 15th
century village pub, The Juggs provides a good focal point for the
village and offers good food and has a large garden. With access to
The South Downs there are charming down land walks to the
neighbouring villages and to Lewes. There is also a cycle path into
Lewes and a regular bus service.

Lewes is a unique shopping and leisure destination just a couple of
miles away, offering a wide range of local shops and independent
boutiques. Schooling in Lewes is exceptional and there are a range
of well-regarded private and public schools, to include the famous
Lewes Old Grammar School which can trace its origins back to the
educational foundation started by Agnes Morley during the reign of
Henry VII. South Downs College is located in Lewes, offering both
full and part time courses and of course the University of Sussex is
only 3 miles to the south west at Falmer. From Lewes you will be able
to get direct trains to London and along the South Coast. By road
Lewes can be reached easily via the A27 which links routes to the
M23 and other major A roads in the South East.
