The Property
The property is immaculately presented throughout. The

front door leads into a naturally light-filled hallway, with a

ground-floor WC leading off. The sitting room has a dual

aspect, with a bay window to the front, a feature electric

fireplace and patio doors which open into the lovely

conservatory.

The spacious kitchen/diner is fitted with a range of base

and wall units, built-in appliances, an electric hob, a double

oven with extractor hood, and a separate utility room

providing plumbing for a washing machine. To complete

the ground floor there is a dining room which flows

seamlessly from the kitchen, which could easily be used as

a family room.

To the first floor, there are four good-sized bedrooms, and

a recently refitted family bathroom with a modern suite

which comprises a bath with a shower over, a low-level WC

and a pedestal wash hand basin.

The Outside
A particular feature of the home is the outside space, with

the property occupying a corner position. There is a block

paved driveway to the front providing ample parking with

an EV charger and access to the garage. There is also a

front lawn with shrub borders. 

To the rear, there is a patio terrace which offers space for

alfresco dining, a shaped lawn with a raised decked seating

area, a timber summer house, and is fenced, walled and

enclosed to boundaries.



The Location 
The property occupies a corner position and is situated

within this popular residential district on the Forest side of

Loughborough, being within convenient distance to the

town centre and bus stop. Loughborough offers excellent

transport links to major road networks as well as having a

mainline train station, and benefits from amenities

including public houses, restaurants, excellent local

schooling, and the beautiful Charnwood Forest, including

Bradgate Park, which is on your doorstep.
