Entrance Hall
Accessed via a composite double glazed front door, the
entrance hall provides a welcoming introduction to the
home. Stairs rise to the first floor, with a central heating
radiator, useful storage cupboard and internal door
leading into the lounge.
Lounge
16' 7" x 13' 5" (5.06m x 4.09m)
A spacious and comfortable living area with a UPVC
double glazed bay window to the front, allowing plenty
of natural light. The room features laminate flooring, a
central heating radiator, TV and power points, and
spotlights to the ceiling. An alcove beneath the stairs is
currently used as a home office space, adding flexibility
to the layout. A door leads through to the kitchen.

Dining Kitchen
13' 5" x 8' 5" (4.09m x 2.57m)
A stylish kitchen installed in September 2024, offering a
fresh and modern space. Fitted with contemporary wall
and base units with feature downlighting, the work
surface incorporates an induction hob with extractor
above and a sink and drainer with mixer tap. Integrated
appliances include a fridge freezer and wine fridge.
There is space to comfortably dine for 4–6 people,
along with spotlights, a wall-mounted radiator and
power points. A UPVC door leads into the conservatory.

Conservatory
13' 5" x 5' 8" (4.09m x 1.73m)
Currently used as a practical utility space, with
plumbing and space for a washing machine. UPVC
double glazed windows and a door provide access and
views to the rear garden, with a further door leading
back into the kitchen.

First Floor
Bedroom No 1
14' 0" x 10' 3" (4.27m x 3.12m)
A spacious main bedroom with a UPVC double glazed
window to the front, providing good natural light. The
room includes fitted wardrobes and storage, laminate
flooring, a central heating radiator and power points.

Bedroom No 2
11' 1" x 7' 7" (3.38m x 2.31m)
A well-proportioned second bedroom with a UPVC
double glazed window to the rear overlooking the
garden. The room also benefits from a central heating
radiator and power points.

Shower Room
Fitted with a modern three-piece suite comprising a low
flush WC, pedestal sink and walk-in shower cubicle with
electric shower. The room features partly tiled walls, a
UPVC double glazed window to the rear and a chrome
heated towel rail.



Outside
A low maintenance frontage with decorative stone and a
pathway leading to the main entrance. A gated side
access leads through to the rear garden. The rear
garden is mainly laid to lawn with a central pathway
leading to the bottom of the garden. Enclosed by
fencing, the space also benefits from gated side access
returning to the front of the property. There is also a
garage in a block which provides storage or potential
parking space.
