Description
The accommodation opens with a welcoming entrance 
hallway, featuring a large storage/cloak cupboard along with 
a separate utility cupboard providing space for additional 
freestanding white goods. The heart of the home is the 
impressive lounge/kitchen/diner – a bright and airy open-
plan space offering ample room for both living and dining 
furniture. A double Juliet balcony allows natural light to 
flood the room while offering a lovely leafy outlook. The 
stylish fitted kitchen is well-appointed with a range of 
integrated appliances, under-unit lighting, and coordinated 
splashback panelling in keeping with the worktop 
finish. The bedroom is a well-proportioned double, also 
benefitting from a Juliet balcony with the same attractive 
outlook, and provides excellent space for freestanding 
furniture and flexible arrangements. The contemporary 
bathroom is fitted with a shower over bath, electric heated 
towel rail, partial tiling, and a sleek wall-to-wall mirror.
