Long Compton i s  a  charming  Cotswold
vi l lage set  astr ide the A3400 Oxford to
Stratford‐upon‐Avon road, approximately
f i v e  m i l e s  n o r t h  o f  C h i p p i n g  N o r t o n ,
within  an Area of  Outstanding Natural
Beauty. The village offers a range of local
amenities including a post office, primary
school, parish church, the highly regarded
Oxheart  Micro‐Restaurant and the Red
L i o n  I n n .  T h e  p o p u l a r  m a r k e t  t o w n  o f
Shipston‐on‐Stour is  a lso c lose by.  The
village is well placed for commuting, with
the mainline railway station at Moreton‐
in‐Marsh approximately five miles to the
east, providing direct services to Oxford,
London Paddington and the  Mid lands .
The M40 London‐Birmingham motorway
lies around 15 miles to the east, offering
c o n v e n i e n t  a c c e s s  t o  t h e  n a t i o n a l
m o t o r w a y  n e t w o r k .  R e c r e a t i o n a l
opportunities in the area include golf at
Chipping Norton and Stratford‐upon‐Avon,
racecourses  at  Cheltenham, Stratford‐
u p o n ‐ A v o n  a n d  W a r w i c k ,  a n d  l e i s u r e
f a c i l i t i e s  i n  C h i p p i n g  N o r t o n .  L o n g
C o m p t o n  i s  a l s o  w i t h i n  e a s y  r e a c h  o f
Soho Farmhouse, Daylesford Organic and
Diddly Squat Farm.

Upon e n t e r i n g t h e property, y o u a r e
welcomed by an entrance hal l with a

cloakroom. The hall  leads to the sitt ing
room, featuring a wood‐burning stove and
French  doors  open ing  onto  the  paved
terrace.  The k i tchen i s  wel l  appointed
w i t h  g r a n i t e  w o r k t o p s  a n d  a  r a n g e  o f
i n t e g r a t e d  a p p l i a n c e s ,  i n c l u d i n g  a
d i s h w a s h e r ,  f r i d g e / f r e e z e r ,  o v e n ,
m i c r o w a v e  a n d  c e r a m i c  h o b .  A  u s e f u l
u t i l i t y  r o o m  s i t s  o f f  t h e  k i t c h e n ,  w i t h
p l u m b i n g  f o r  a  w a s h i n g  m a c h i n e  a n d
space for a tumble dryer.  French doors
from the kitchen/dining room open onto
the beautifully landscaped garden, with
an additional door providing side access.

T h e  p r i n c i p a l  b e d r o o m  h a s  f i t t e d
w a r d r o b e s  a n d  F r e n c h  d o o r s  o p e n i n g
onto the rear garden. Bedroom two also
benefits from fitted wardrobes, while a
further bedroom is currently arranged as
a home office. The contemporary family
b a t h r o o m  f e a t u r e s  a  w a l k ‐ i n  r a i n f a l l
shower and bath.  Addit ional  storage is
avai lable in the boarded loft ,  accessed
via a drop‐down ladder.

Outside
The property i s approached v i a a shared
gravelled driveway providing parking f o r
two vehicles. T h e driveway l e a d s t o t h e
garage, which benef i ts from a n electr ic
roller shutter door, power and lighting. A
s i d e gate provides access to the



l a n d s c a p e d  w e s t ‐ f a c i n g  g a r d e n .  T h e
garden has been thoughtful ly  designed
and well  maintained, featuring a paved
terrace, mature borders, an area of lawn,
raised vegetable beds, outside water and
p o w e r  p o i n t s ,  a n d  o p e n  c o u n t r y s i d e
views.
