Spanning the

rear of the property, the kitchen-diner is fitted with high-

gloss wall and base units with complementary work surfaces

and a range of integrated appliances, including a

fridge/freezer, oven, hob, extractor, and dishwasher.

From the kitchen-diner, there is access to a useful utility
room with plumbing for appliances, a cupboard housing the
boiler, and a convenient ground-floor WC. To the rear, a
conservatory—added approximately two years ago—
features a glass roof and tiled flooring and enjoys views over
the garden, with doors providing direct external access. The
former garage has been converted and is accessed from the
main hallway; this versatile reception room benefits from a
front-facing window and is ideal for use as a snug, playroom,
or additional living space.

To the first floor, the landing provides access to four well-
proportioned double bedrooms.
