Step across the level threshold into the 
welcoming hallway and you'll see the stairs to 
the first floor.  The kitchen area reveals a 
range of fitted units with plenty of storage and 
work-space, breakfast bar, integrated electric 
oven, gas hob and extractor over. 

The bright and versatile living space offers 
double doors to the rear garden so you can 
take full advantage of brighter days and the 
favourable southerly orientation.  A useful 
downstairs toilet completes the ground floor. 

Continue to explore upstairs... bedroom one 
overlooks the rear, bedroom two has two 
windows to the front and the bathroom 
features a white suite comprising bath with 
shower over and tiled surround, wash basin 
and toilet.
