The second
staircase, accessed from the ground floor, leads to a
fourth bedroom and a bright study, which could be
converted into an additional bathroom or shower
room if desired.

The property is approached via a wooded gate that
opens onto a gravel driveway and carport, providing
a welcoming entrance. The rear garden is a
peaceful haven, thoughtfully landscaped and
mainly laid to lawn, bordered by mature trees and
planting, with a paved patio perfect for outdoor
entertaining.
