The
property offers deceptively spacious accommodation throughout, beginning with an inviting entrance hall that provides access to two double bedrooms, a family bathroom, a well-appointed kitchen and a
comfortable living/dining room. A generously sized conservatory at the rear of the property adds excellent additional living space.

Externally, the bungalow features a beautifully maintained rear garden which wraps around the side and rear, offering a peaceful and private outdoor space. To the front, there is extensive off-road parking, a
formal lawned garden area and access to a detached garage.

Perfectly positioned for convenience, the property is within easy reach of local shops, a doctor’s surgery and Burnham-on-Crouch railway station. With interest expected to be high, early viewing is strongly
recommended.

BURNHAM‐ON‐CROUCH:
Burnham-on-Crouch is a picturesque town on the banks
of the River Crouch, a renown yachting and sailing centre

hos t ing  the  famous  ‘Burnham Week ’  a t  the  end  o f
August. The town has a population of a little over 9,500
and is the principal settlement in the Dengie peninsula.
C o n s e q u e n t l y  i t  b o a s t s  m a n y  a m e n i t i e s  t h a t  a r e
uncommon in small towns including two primary schools
and an academy secondary school, independent cinema,
Burnham yacht harbour/marina, several boatyards, three
yacht  c lubs ( inc lud ing the Roya l  Cor inth ian & Roya l
Burnham), two supermarkets and numerous individual
shops, public houses and restaurants. There is a railway
stat ion on the Southminster  branch l ine  wi th  d i rect
commuter trains into London Liverpool Street (at peak
times). The Burnham-on-Crouch Golf Club, founded in
1923, is situated in Creeksea on the outskirts of Burnham
and enjoys breathtaking views over the Crouch Valley and
River Crouch.
