THE PROPERTY

A well-extended 1930s semi-detached family home combining period character with modern
comfort. From its appealing façade to its practical interior, this property offers lasting charm
with the flexibility needed for contemporary living. Ideal for family life, it provides a great
opportunity to buy a home with warmth and personality.

Inside, the accommodation is practical and welcoming, with well-sized living spaces suited to
daily life and entertaining. Natural light fills the rooms, including multi-paned box bay windows
in the lounge and main bedroom, with original features throughout. The layout is flexible,
adapting to relaxation or family gatherings, particularly the kitchen/family space at the rear,
leading into a snug or playroom, with French doors out to the rear garden. Careful finishes and
thoughtful details enhance the feel, including log burners in the lounge and snug.

Upstairs, the bedrooms are generously sized and provide comfortable spaces, supported by a
family bathroom with a shower over the bath. Each room is well presented, creating a home
that feels welcoming and ready to move into without the need for work.

Outside, the garden continues to impress, offering privacy and space for outdoor dining or
leisure, extending to around 116ft (36m) in length. A patio area opens onto the lawn, with a f
anurther patio located midway along. Twin gates to the side lead to the driveway, with parking
for two vehicles with the benefit of EV charge point..

THE LOCATION
13 Rowan Crescent is pleasantly and conveniently located on the north-west side of the town
less than half a mile of the town centre and mainline railway station. Letchworth Garden City is
on the Cambridge to London Kings Cross mainline with services running regularly throughout the
day. The fastest service to London Kings Cross takes just 28 minutes with Cambridge 26 minutes
away in the other direction. Junction 9 on the A1(M) is only 2.2 miles away by car.

Designed in the early 20th Century to combine the benefits of town and country, Letchworth
Garden City was the world’s first example of this concept and succeeds to this day in achieving
its aim. The town provides excellent schools, shops, leisure facilities and green open spaces, of
which Norton Common, 300 yards away, is the most notable.
