Ideally located in this highly sought after private cul de sac, with a south facing rear garden, is this extended two bedroom semi detached bungalow offering 
plenty of scope and available with no onward chain. 

 
The accommodation comprises of a front aspect sitting room with plenty of natural light. The kitchen is fitted with a range of matching wall and base units, 
above and below fitted work surfaces with space for all the usual appliances. Off the kitchen is a conservatory addition with a lovely aspect over the rear    

garden. 
 

The master bedroom has been extended and is fitted with a range of wardrobes and now has glazed patio doors out to the rear. The second double bedroom 
enjoys a front aspect and both bedrooms are complemented by a modern refitted shower room with a white three piece suite and ceramic tiling.  From the 

entrance hall is a wooden ‘paddle’ staircase leading to a loft room that provides a very useful area for storage. 
 

To the front of the property is a driveway providing parking for several cars that leads to a car port, attached to the property, and on to a detached garage with 
an up and over door.  The rear garden is particularly well maintained, offering plenty of privacy, and mainly lawn with mature flower and shrub borders.  At the 

far end of the garden is a wooden cabin and at the rear of the garage there is a workshop. 
 

Bourne End is a sought after Thameside village with thriving shops, cafes and pubs, excellent schools and a rail station linking via Maidenhead to Central 
London (Elizabeth Line). The village is also conveniently placed for both the M40 (J4) and the M4 (J8/9). Heathrow Airport is approximately 18 miles distant. 
There are various sporting facilities and opportunities locally including golf at Beaconsfield, Sailing at Upper Thames Sailing Club and Cookham Reach plus 

Racing at Ascot and Windsor.
