Nestled in the picturesque Gordano Valley, Easton-in-Gordano is a highly sought-after
village that offers the perfect blend of countryside charm and urban convenience.
Located in North Somerset, this peaceful community enjoys an enviable position just a
short drive from both Portishead and Bristol, making it an ideal location for families,
commuters, and those seeking a more relaxed pace of life without compromising on
accessibility. Easton-in-Gordano sits just 3 miles from Portishead, where you’ll find a
vibrant marina, high street shops, supermarkets, cafés, and leisure facilities. The city of
Bristol is also easily accessible—approximately 6 miles away—via the nearby M5
motorway (Junction 19) or the A369, placing the city centre, Temple Meads station,
and Bristol Airport all within convenient reach. For those commuting to Bristol or
further afield, the location offers excellent road links and access to public transport, with
regular bus services running between the village, Portishead, and Bristol.

Easton-in-Gordano is known for its strong sense of community, with a welcoming
atmosphere that makes it particularly popular with families and retirees. The village
features a well-regarded doctor’s surgery, which has built an excellent reputation for
patient care and service—a real asset to local residents.
