This
notable and much-loved Grade |l Listed residence
dates from the early 19th Century and has many
attractive features including high ceilings, original
fireplaces and symmetrical arrangement. The Brick
House is beautifully complimented by south facing
formal gardens with box hedging, level lawn and
deep floral borders. To the side of the property is gated
driveway access to a single garage.

The front door opens to a broad entrance hall with
stone flagged flooring and access to all ground floor
accommodation. The dining room enjoys a friple
aspect with two large sash windows and original
fireplace. The opposite reception room features a
pleasant aspect across neighbouring fields and Eyam
Hall. The room has a fireplace and Clearview multi-fuel
stove. A further similarly sized reception room opens to
the garden with a pleasant south facing view. At the
heart of the property is a large dining kifchen with
dining areaq, fitted storage and an original range. From
the dining area there is access to a three roomed
barrel arched cellar. The kitchen features a range of
solid oak units with granite worktops, Aga, space for
under counter dishwasher, space for standalone fridge
and quarry tiled floor. A stainless-steel sink and drainer
is set beneath a side facing window with views of a
neighbouring field. An opening leads to the utility area

opens to the single garage with up and over door.

From the entrance hall stairs rise to a half landing
with seating area and window providing lovely
views across the garden and local countryside.
There is access to a large family bathroom which
features a bath, bidet, low flush WC, walk-in
shower enclosure, counter top wash basin and
heated towel rail. Further stairs lead to the first-floor
landing with access to four equally sized double
bedrooms and the family bathroom. Three double
bedrooms enjoy a dual aspect with lovely views
across Eyam, to the front and the garden to the
back. A fourth double bedroom enjoys a side
aspect across a local field with oak fitted storage.
A further family bathroom features a suite of low
flush wc, pedestal washbasin and bath with
shower over. From the landing stairs rise to aftic
space ideal for storage.

Qutside, fronting the property is a stone pillared
gate with wrought iron railings which lead to the
front door. There is parking to the front of the
property and gated driveway to the side providing
access to a single garage. To the side and rear of
the property are spectacular gardens featuring
level lawn, beautifully planted borders and box
hedging. The garden features a greenhouse, a
fimber shed and its southerly aspect provides sun all
day long.
