Double doors take you through to the equally
generous 37 kitchen/dining room with elegant
kitchen units flanking the central island at one end,
and ample space for a large dining table at the other.
[t is easy to picture exciting holiday adventures
being planned over breakfast, followed by tales of
heroics and mischief as everyone gathers again for
the evening meal, drifting in from the terrace to sit
and enjoy each other’s company.

of the house is a large home office albeit, with those
stunning views in front of you, it could be a difficult
room to concentrate in!

The grand staircase leads up to a very generous
landing looking down over the reception room, which
could almost be a minstrels gallery such is the space.
