The Property is located in the heart of this south 

Shropshire town standing in around three quarters 

on an acre of garden and pasture. It overlooks the 

surrounding area towards Clun Castle and beyond 

to the hills. 

 

This detached traditionally constructed bungalow 

dates from around the 1950s. It benefits from oil 

fired central heating and double-glazing. 

 

There is a driveway leading to two large  

outbuilding, one timber built and one mainly  

corrugated iron. 

 

Directions:  

Take the B4368 road westbound from Crave Arms 

(off the A49) and continue through the villages of 

Aston-on-Clun, Clunton, and arriving in Clun.   

As you enter Clun proceed past the fire station and 

take the second road on the right (Ford Street). 

Continue to the crossroads, turn left, and continue 

along Newport Street where the property lies  

towards the end of the road on the left hand side.

THE TOWN OF CLUN 

 

Clun lies towards the western end of the 

picturesque Clun Valley about 10 miles 

west from Craven Arms.   

It is an attractive and historic small country 

town with good amenities; including 

shops, primary school, restaurants, inns, 

doctors’ surgery, Church of St.George, and 

the town stands in the shadows of the  

remains of a Norman Castle.  

Together with the river Clun, castle ruins, 

and medieval ‘saddleback bridge, Clun is a 

busy thriving community and holds  

various festivals throughout the year. 

Clun is set within the Shropshire Hills 

AONB (area of outstanding natural beauty) 

and is an ideal base for walking and other 

outdoor pursuits.
