T h e
village also benefits from a village shop,
library, dental and veterinary practices,
hairdressers, a c a f é , a n d t h e l o n g ‐
established W J Groves & Sons hardware
store. The Bruern Farm Shop and Café i s
also nearby. At the heart of the village i s
an attractive green with a children’s play
park. The adjoining vi l lage o f Shipton‐
under‐Wychwood o f f e r s f u r t h e r
amenities, including a village shop and
post office, petrol station, a n d w e l l ‐
regarded p u b l i c houses s u c h a s T h e
Wychwood Inn, The Lamb I n n a n d The
Crown Hotel. Shipton a l s o provides a
primary school , v i l l a g e h a l l a n d G P
surgery. More extensive amenities can be
found in nearby towns including Burford,
Chipping Norton and Stow‐on‐the‐Wold,
while the renowned Daylesford Organic
Farm Shop i s also within easy reach. The
larger commercial centres o f Witney,
Oxford a n d Cheltenham a r e a l l eas i ly
accessible, with good road l inks v ia the
A40 and connections to the M 4 t o the
south. Mainline r a i l services to London
Paddington are available from nearby

Kingham Station, approximately a 10‐
minute drive away.

The Property
Lynwood is a handsome semi‐detached
villa occupying a prominent roadside
pos i t ion  in  the  hear t  o f  th i s  h igh ly
regarded Cotswold village. Arranged over
three floors, the property retains a wealth
of characterful period features, including
original fireplaces, exposed flooring and
an attractive stone façade enhanced by
bay windows. 

T h e  p r o p e r t y  a l s o  o f f e r s  e x c e l l e n t
potential to extend the ground floor,
c r e a t i n g  a  s u p e r b  o p e n ‐ p l a n  l i v i n g
kitchen together with a utility/shower
room, subject to the necessary planning
consents.

Ground Floor
The front door opens i n t o a spacious
dining h a l l with quarry t i led floors, a
fireplace with wood‐burning stove, and a
door that leads to the rear garden. This
leads through to the kitchen which has a
range of base and wal l units, plumbing
for a washing machine and dishwasher, a
butler’s sink, integrated oven a n d hob,
and space for a fridge freezer. The sitting
room is positioned at the front of the



property and features a bay window,
fitted shelves and cabinets,  exposed
floorboards, and an open fireplace.

First Floor
Stairs rise from the dining hall to the first
f l o o r .  T h e  l a r g e  p r i n c i p a l  b e d r o o m
features a decorative fireplace and fitted
wardrobes.  A lso on th is  f loor  i s  the
family bathroom which has a modern
walk‐in shower and airing cupboard.

Second Floor
There are two light and spacious double
bedrooms on this floor. One of which
benefits from a wardrobe and hand wash
basin.

Outside
T h e  p r o p e r t y  i s  a p p r o a c h e d  v i a  a n
attractive front garden, enclosed by
wrought iron railings, with a pathway
leading to the timber side gate. To the
rear, the impressive 100ft south‐east
facing garden offers a wonderful sense of
p r i v a c y  a n d  s e c l u s i o n .  B e a u t i f u l l y
landscaped and maintained over the
years, the garden is predominantly laid
to lawn and complemented by mature
hedging, established trees, colourful
f lower beds and borders.  Addit ional
features include a garden shed, a paved
seating terrace, and a charming swinging
s e a t .  S u b j e c t  t o  t h e  n e c e s s a r y
permiss ions,  the generous plot  a lso
offers excellent potential for the addition
of a garden studio, home office or gym at
the far end of the garden.
