The Property

The front door opens into a beautiful light-filled

kitchen/diner, with fitted units and some integrated

appliances, including a fridge and freezer, a gas hob with an

extractor fan and an electric oven. 

There is a ground-floor WC and a useful understairs

cupboard for further storage. The sitting room is situated

to the rear and offers a spacious area for relaxing, with

French doors which open onto the rear garden.  

The first-floor landing provides access to a partially

boarded loft. There are three good-sized bedrooms and a

bathroom, which has a white three-piece suite comprising

a bath with a shower over, a low-level WC and a wash-

hand basin.

 

The Outside
Outside, the property occupies a sizeable plot which

enjoys a south westerly facing aspect, which makes the

most of the afternoon and evening sun. 

To the front, there is an established flower border, with a

side driveway providing ample parking and an EV charging

point. The rear garden has a patio terrace and is mainly laid

to lawn with fencing to the boundaries.

The property is situated within this quiet residential cul-

de-sac, within walking distance of Loughborough town

centre and train station. Loughborough offers excellent

transport links to major road networks as well as having a

mainline train station, and benefits from amenities

including public houses, restaurants, excellent local

schooling, and the beautiful Charnwood Forest, including

Bradgate Park, which is on your doorstep.
