Part-glazed painted wooden front door to:

ENTRANCE HALL: Stairs with rope handrail to the 1st floor, understairs storage 
cupboard. Exposed studwork. Door to reception 2/dining room. Opening with 
steps down to

LOWER HALL:  Wooden sash window with secondary glazing to the front. Large 
exposed brick inglenook fireplace with bressummer beam over on brick hearth. 
Obscure glazed panel with opening to the kitchen, door to sitting room.

DINING ROOM:  Wooden sash window to front with secondary glazing, windows 
to side and rear. Exposed timbers. Double doors to kitchen.

KITCHEN:   Wooden window with secondary glazing to the rear, part-glazed 
door to rear lobby. Fitted with various base and wall units, wood edge laminate 
worktop over inset with 2 1/2 bowl stainless sink unit. Space for freestanding 
fridge, space for range style cooker with four ring gas hob (LPG). Plumbing for 
washing machine. Worcester oil fired boiler. Opens to the lower hall. Door to:

REAR LOBBY:  Window and part-glazed door leading out to the rear terrace. 
Open utility cupboard with space for tumble dryer & storage above. Tiled floor. 
Bi-folding door to:

BEDROOM ONE:   Window to the front with secondary glazing.  Exposed 
timbers. Wall to wall range of built in wardrobe cupboards with hanging rails 
and shelves. BT point.

BEDROOM TWO:  Windows to side and rear, enjoying far reaching rural views. 
TV point, BT point.

DRESSING ROOM / STUDY / NURSERY:  Window to the front. Door to:
