IF YOU LIVED HERE…

You’d have plenty of living space on the ground and first floors, and a lovely
garden room outside. The ground floor comprises two large open plan rooms; a
living room and study to the front, and a kitchen/diner to the rear, whilst on the
first floor there are three double bedrooms and a family bathroom.

The living room is almost 24 ft long, with great light from a large bay window to
the front and a sash window to the rear. Originally two rooms, it’s currently
divided by careful placement of furniture into a front living room and a rear
workspace. Both areas have fitted high-level alcove shelving, and the front
section of the room has an original cast-iron fireplace. The white walls and
original stripped wood floor throughout unify the space.

The kitchen/diner extends to 22 feet, split into areas for kitchen prep and for
dining, with glazed double doors at the mid-point leading out onto the garden
terrace. The kitchen area has a U-shape of handleless white cabinets with
integrated appliances and a window over the sink with garden views, whilst the

dining area has ample space for a large table.

The main double bedroom is at the front of the property; it’s a generous 12’11”
by 10’10” with two large sash windows to the front and two fitted wardrobes.
The second and third bedrooms, both doubles, have windows to the rear of the
property. The family bathroom in between is mainly tiled, with a contemporary
suite that includes a bath with an overhead shower and glass shower screen. It
also has a heated towel rail, a mirrored cabinet, and an opening window.

The garden has been zoned into areas for relaxing, entertaining, and play, with
a paved terrace adjacent to the house, a garden building with windows and
electricity at the end (currently used as a bar), and a lawn bordered by beds with
mature planting in the main midsection.
