Blue Horizon

With stunning and uninterrupted views over Westhrook Bay, this superb seafront residence is
located along the prestigious Royal Esplanade. Originally believed to have been built in the 1960s it
features very spacious rooms, an impressive indoor swimming pool and a newly fitted kitchen/diner.

A wide driveway, bordered by a charming landscaped front garden with colourful shrub beds and a
shale covered seating area, provides plenty of off road parking. It is at this stage that you can
appreciate the smart and contemporary weatherboard exterior of the property with its chrome and
glass balcony and wide picture windows. The front door opens into a useful porch and leads to the
hall with a coat cupboard and cloakroom.

The vast L-shaped lounge has lovely sea views and a modern log burner style gas fire as a central
feature as well as French doors that openinto the magnificent conservatory. This has windows along
two sides and a wall of glass bi-fold doors opening onto the swimming pool room that is positioned
below a high atrium. The bi-folds enable you to close the pool off for safety and warmth while still
being able to watch friends and family enjoying a swim. Alternatively, you can have the bi-folds open
and enjoy the relaxing pool atmosphere in the summer months. This feeling can be increased during
the warmer weather as you canalso open a veritable wall of patio doors that lead from the swimming
pool to the south facing terrace. A very smart cloakroom completes the pool facilities while direct
access to the fitted utility room also provides an excellent changing room.

Continuing the ‘spacious rooms’ theme is the impressive and beautifully proportioned new kitchen/
diner with hard wearing wood effect laminate flooring. At least ten to a dozen people can sit down to
a meal in the dining area and enjoy the superb vista across the clifftops to the sea through the
enormous picture window that virtually spans the width of the room. The kitchen area includes a
Rangemaster cooker and attractive flat fronted units housing a fridge and a dishwasher while
additional appliances are available in the adjacent utility room.

On the first floor there is a family bathroom with a bath and separate shower as well as four large
double bedrooms. There is one that overlooks the garden and includes plenty of fitted storage while
the other three offer a panoramic vista round to St Mildred’s Bay on one side and Margate Main
Sands on the other. These views are enhanced even further in the principal bedroom as it features
French doors to a balcony where you can enjoy your morning coffee or an evening night cap relishing
the seaviews, the starlight and the “Turneresque’ sunsets. This suite also includes a contemporary en
suite shower room and a very spacious dressing room or fifth bedroom/nursery.

The secluded south facing rear garden includes the terrace that spans the width of the property and
is ideal for enjoying the sunshine and outdoor entertaining, It leads to a well-manicured lawn
surrounded by shrub borders and high hedging with access to the pool house and a garden storage
shed.
