ACCOMMODATION
The house is approached by a substantial driveway with
parking for several vehicles, the long front garden is laid to
lawn. Entry to the property is via a traditional cottage style
front door. The dining room is situated to the front of the
property overlooking the front garden with an exposed
brickwork chimney and wood burner as a focal point. The
sitting room enjoys beautiful French doors to the rear
garden flooding the room with light and a charming feature
fireplace with a wood burner as a focal point. The kitchen is
arranged with blue shaker style wall and base units with
brass handles, set with a wooden countertop with space for
a range style cooker and space for white goods. The ground
floor includes a cloakroom comprising of a toilet and basin
as well as an under stairs cupboard. 

Rising to the first floor, the master bedroom is a good-size
double situated to the rear of the property with recesses
either side of a chimney breast that would be suitable for
built in furniture. The second bedroom is a good-sized
bedroom situated accommodating a double bed. The family
bathroom blends modern fittings with a traditional style,
comprising of a bath with overhead shower, toilet and
basin. Leading from the bathroom, is a third bedroom
currently arranged as a child's bedroom.
