The accommodation unfolds from a welcoming central hallway, offering both symmetry and flow, perfectly suited to modern family living while retaining its period soul.

The principal lounge is a room of considerable character and atmosphere. A beautifully restored inglenook fireplace forms the focal point, now housing a log burner that provides warmth and visual drama in equal measure
The dining room sits conveniently off the hallway and features double doors opening directly into the entrance hall, allowing for both formal entertaining and easy day-to-day circulation.
