Haywards Heath is just 2.5 miles to the north and provides more extensive shopping and leisure facilities including Waitrose and Sainsbury's
Superstores, The Orchards Shopping Centre and the social hub of the town - The Broadway, which offers names such as Cote Brasserie, Pizza Express
and independent eateries include Lockhart Tavern, Orange Square and Wolfox Coffee Roasters.
