Kennington has six eating and drinking establishments, "The Old Mill", "The Conningbrook Hotel", "The Rose Inn", "The Pheasant" and
the newly opened "Stubbs restaurant" (formerly The Croft Hotel). The "Skillet and Skewers" (formerly the Kennington Carvery) for an eat as much as
you like Carvery. Kennington also offers a range of shopping facilities and entertainment including Sainsbury’s, the Range and Eureka Leisure Park. The
property is within a short drive to the international station with high-speed service to London St Pancras in 37 minutes and the M20 motorway giving
easy access to surrounding towns and cities.
