Description
A good-sized double glazed porch provides a welcoming 
entrance to the home and leads to a hallway with three 
useful storage cupboards. The open plan reception/dining 
room enjoys a dual aspect and has a gas fire. The modern 
fitted kitchen is positioned to the rear with window and 
back door to the garden. The kitchen is fitted with a good 
range of wall and base units with integrated induction hob, 
oven, microwave, dishwasher and washing machine. Stairs 
from the hallway lead to the upper landing with hatch 
and ladder giving access to a large part-floored loft space 
offering abundant storage. There is a useful linen store 
on the landing. The principal bedroom is to the rear and 
has built-in storage and an en-suite shower room. There 
are two further bedrooms to the front, both enjoying far 
reaching views. A family bathroom with white suite and 
over bath shower completes the internal accommodation. 
Benefits on offer include underfloor heating, gas central 
heating and full double glazing.

There 
is an external power point, ideal for EV car charging to the 
front and an outside tap to the rear patio.
