The Property
An immaculate three/four-bedroom detached family home

located within a small and popular development close to
Wantage town centre.

Offering approximately 1,364 sq ft of versatile accommodation
(plus garage), the property comprises a welcoming entrance

hall with built in understairs storage and leads to all ground
floor rooms. A bright sitting room is positioned at the front of
the property, along with a useful second reception room
currently utilised as a study. To the rear, the open-plan
kitchen/dining room provides an excellent space for

entertaining, featuring bi-folding doors that open onto the
private rear garden. The kitchen is well equipped with quartz
worktops and integrated appliances.

To the first floor, the principal bedroom is currently arranged
with a dressing area and en-suite shower room; however, this
space could easily be reconfigured to create a comfortable
fourth bedroom if required. There are two further good sized
double bedrooms and a family bathroom.

Outside, there is driveway parking for multiple vehicles, along
with an electric vehicle charging point and a good-sized
detached garage with power and lighting. The rear garden is
a particular highlight, having been landscaped to a high

standard by the current owners to incorporate a large
porcelain patio area, artificial lawn and automatic garden
lighting and flower bed irrigation system. The garden enjoys
an excellent degree of privacy and a sunny south-facing
aspect.

Other benefits include air conditioning in the living room and
master bedroom, solid wooden shutters throughout with
remote operated black out blinds in all bedrooms, outdoor hot
and cold tap and wired cctv.

Wantage is a historic town situated within the Vale of White

Horse. The town is believed to date back to Roman times and is

mentioned in the Doomsday Book of 1086. It is famed as the

birthplace of King Alfred the Great. The town offers schooling for

all ages a range of shopping and leisure facilities as well as a

market on a Wednesday and Saturday. Wantage has excellent

commuting links via the A34 with the M40 in the north and the

M4 in the south.
