A step leads down to the kitchen
which has a range of wall and base
units and a small fold out table on
one side. 
The  bathroom has  a  bath  wi th
electric shower over, low level WC
and basin as well as a cupboard in
the corner for extra storage. 
To the other side of the living area is
t h e  b e d r o o m ,  w i t h  a  w i n d o w
overlooking the rear.
The property includes access to the
l a r g e ,  w e l l  t e n d e d  c o m m u n a l
gardens ,  which  are  perfect  for
enjoying in the summer months.
