The Property

front and side. There is a stunning sitting/dining room which
has lovely high ceilings, large feature windows & a fireplace
with electric fire. The kitchen has a good range of units and
there is a double bedroom with garden views & fitted
wardrobes. The garage is in a block under a separate title
with a 999 year lease from 1989 & the property has a twenty
four hour emergency response pull cord system. Bicester
House is a fine period building with beautiful gardens, library
& sitting room. This unique environment is quiet and secure
with easy access to local amenities. The property is of a brick
and tile build type and has gas central heating which is off a
communal boiler and charged pro rata depending on the size
of the property. The property is connected to mains electricity,
water and drainage. Broadband - according to Ofcom,
Standard & Superfast broadband are available. Mobile
Coverage according to Ofcom, there is good coverage for EE,
Three, O2 & Vodafone. We are not aware of any planning
permissions in place which would negatively affect the
property but interested parties should make their own
enquiries with the local authority. Information relating to
Easements, Boundaries, Restrictions & Rights are awaited.
Properties built pre-2000 may contain asbestos in certain
materials used in their construction or in subsequent building
work. Examples of these materials are; Artex, vinyl tiles, sheet
boards, corrugated roofing, pipework and lagging/insulation.
These are generally considered safe unless disturbed but
prospective buyers must take their own advice. We have
noted the presence Artex but, as no survey has been carried
out, we cannot comment in respect of asbestos potentially
elsewhere.
