This beautifully designed barn is one of just four homes that have been 
individually designed with high -spec features to be truly unique. Set in a 
private gated development with landscaped gardens in a peaceful and 
tranquil setting.  

Built in 2018, this property combines the character and charm of barn 
architecture with the precision and quality of contemporary construction. The 
result is a light -filled, spacious interior with superior insulation, underfloor 
heating, and a thoughtfully  designed layout for modern living.  

Enter through the oak -doored entrance hall into the spectacular open -plan 
kitchen, dining, and sitting room – the heart of the home. Bi -fold doors open 
wide into the garden, creating seamless indoor -outdoor flow and added wow-
factor for entertaining family  and friends.  

For food lovers and entertainers, the kitchen is exceptional. Designed for the 
serious home chef, with hand -made white shaker units housing two NEFF 
ovens, a NEFF five-zone induction hob, three fridges (including wine cooler), 
dishwasher, and a Quooker boi ling water tap with Water2 filtration system. 
The generous central island with quartz worktops and breakfast bar becomes 
the natural gathering point, while abundant storage keeps everything you 
need close at hand. A Di Lusso log burner adds warmth and char acter for cosy 
autumn and winter evenings.  

Also on the ground floor: a double bedroom with en -suite shower room (ideal 
as guest accommodation, home office, gym, or annexe), utility room with 
Siemens washing machine and tumble dryer, and cloakroom. Underfloor 
heating throughout ensures comfort year -round. 

Upstairs, the impressive galleried landing with vaulted ceiling creates that 
signature barn aesthetic through purposeful design. The landing divides into 
two wings: one side houses a double bedroom and a luxurious family 
bathroom with contemporary bath, wa lk-in shower and twin basins; the other 
leads to an additional bedroom and the principal suite with walk -in wardrobe 
and stylish en -suite shower room. 

The south-facing garden deserves particular mention. Rather than sprawling 
grounds requiring constant attention, you have a perfectly proportioned 
9x9m space – astroturfed for year -round usability and framed by mature 
privacy hedging. It's large enough for  al fresco dining, entertaining, or 
children's play, yet manageable enough that weekends are spent enjoying 
the countryside rather than tending lawns. Sun -drenched from morning 
coffee through to evening drinks, perfect for long summer evenings outdoors.  

The property benefits from generous off-street parking, overflow 
guest parking, outdoor taps, fast EV charging point, and a 10-year 
ICW build warranty. Structures are in place should you wish to 
add two more rooms, creating potential for a five/six-bedroom 
home and substantial home office. 
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
