Located on a quiet residential road, walking distance 
from Ashford Mainline Station and the amenities of 
Ashford High Street, this substantial four double 
bedroom detached home offers exceptionally 
spacious and versatile accommodation. The property 
further benefits from three reception rooms, a 
separate home office, integral garage, and off-street 
parking, making it an ideal family home.  

A generous entrance hallway provides a welcoming 
first impression and gives access to the main 
reception room, dining room, and integral garage. A 
recurring theme throughout the house is the sheer 
sense of space in every room, and the main 
reception room is no exception. Measuring 
approximately 15' x 15', this bright and inviting space 
features a charming bay window and offers an 
excellent setting for family life. The spacious dining 
room, ideal for larger families, opens seamlessly into 
both the kitchen and the third reception room, 
creating a flexible and sociable layout. The kitchen is 
fitted with a range of worktops and units and offers 
space for appliances including a gas hob and cooker, 
washing machine, tumble dryer and dishwasher. The 
current owners have upgraded premium heating 
setup with Worcester bosch boiler and megaflo 
system.  

To the rear of the kitchen is the home's second 
washroom, fitted with a white shower suite. The 
additional reception room enjoys pleasant views 
across the rear garden and benefits from double 
doors opening directly onto the outdoor space. The 
ground floor accommodation is completed by a 
separate home office and access to an integral 
garage.  

To the first floor are four rarely found double 
bedrooms, each benefiting from fitted wardrobes and 
study desks. The family bathroom is well-appointed, 
featuring both a separate shower cubicle and bath, 
and is finished with floor-to-ceiling tiling. Externally, 
the rear garden offers excellent width and a good 
degree of privacy, with mature trees screening 
neighbouring houses / gardens . Predominantly laid 
to lawn, this attractive outdoor space is ideal for 
family gatherings and entertaining, while also 
providing access to the front of the property from 
both sides.
